• Financial regulations;


• Fundraising regulations;


• Travel regulations;


• Event-related regulations;


• Industry-specific legal requirements.

• Any information that would reasonably be considered confidential.



Partners shall:


• Maintain the confidentiality of Confidential Information;

cap set forth in this Section.


The liability limitations contained in this Section apply collectively to all claims and causes of action and shall not be multiplied based on the number of claims, claimants, 

incidents, transactions, Events, advertisements, campaigns, services, or legal theories asserted.



ANY CLAIM ARISING FROM OR RELATING TO THE PLATFORM, THESE PARTNER TERMS, OR THE PARTNER RELATIONSHIP MUST BE COMMENCED WITHIN ONE (1) 

YEAR AFTER THE CLAIM AROSE OR SUCH CLAIM SHALL BE PERMANENTLY BARRED TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW.


Partners waive any longer statute of limitations, limitation period, or similar deadline that may otherwise apply to the fullest extent permitted by applicable law.

To the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, Partners agree that the courts of England and Wales shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any dispute, claim, 

controversy, action, proceeding, or legal matter arising out of or relating to:

• Campaigns;


• Payments;


• Commissions;
