1. INTRODUCTION

These Terms of Use govern your access to, and use of the SpicyDate website, mobile applications, platform features, events, content, payment tools, communication 

tools, and related services operated by SpicyDate Ltd.



By accessing or using SpicyDate, you confirm that you have read, understood, and agree to be bound by these Terms, our Privacy Policy, Cookie Policy, Community 

Guidelines, and any additional rules, policies, or agreements referenced in these Terms.



If you do not agree to these Terms, you must not access or use SpicyDate.



Important points you should understand:


• We may update these Terms from time to time. Where required by law, we will provide notice of material changes before they take effect.


• You must be at least 18 years old, or the age of majority in your jurisdiction if higher, to use SpicyDate.


• If you purchase a subscription or recurring feature, it may automatically renew unless you cancel it before the next billing period.


• Your rights may vary depending on your country or place of residence.


• SpicyDate is a platform provider. We are not a party to personal, romantic, social, financial, or contractual arrangements between users.

• If a dispute arises between you and SpicyDate, you agree to contact us first and attempt to resolve the dispute informally before bringing any formal claim, where 

permitted by law.



We provide tools that allow users to create profiles, communicate, discover and 

participate in events, publish content, send or receive gifts and support, and access other platform features.



SpicyDate is not an escort service, prostitution service, employment agency, financial institution, or payment agent. We do not sell, arrange, broker, guarantee, or require 

meetings, sexual services, intimate services, companionship, affection, responses, relationships, or any specific outcome between users.



Users are solely responsible for their own conduct, content, communications, events, payments, expectations, and offline interactions. SpicyDate Ltd does not guarantee 

the identity, intentions, safety, behavior, availability, honesty, or compatibility of any user.



By continuing to use SpicyDate, you agree to comply with these Terms and all applicable laws. You also agree to regularly review these Terms, especially before using 

new features, attending events, making payments, publishing content, or interacting with other users.

3. DEFINITIONS

In these Terms of Service:


3.1 “SpicyDate”, “Spicy”, “we”, “our”, or “us” means SpicyDate Ltd, including the SpicyDate website, mobile applications, software, and related services.


3.2 “Platform” means the SpicyDate website, mobile applications, software, features, content, communication tools, payment tools, events, crowdfunding features, and 

any other services provided by SpicyDate.


3.3 “Account” means a registered user account created to access certain features of the Platform. Each Account is personal to the User and may not be shared, 

transferred, sold, or assigned without the prior written consent of SpicyDate.


3.4 “User” means any individual who accesses, browses, registers for, or uses the Platform.


A User may act in one or more roles simultaneously, including as a Participant, Host, Supporter, Recipient, Creator, or Campaign Creator. These roles describe activities 

performed on the Platform and do not create separate account types unless expressly stated by SpicyDate.


3.5 “Participant” means a User who joins, attends, participates in, or interacts with an Event, Experience, activity, group, or other feature available through the Platform. A 

Participant is responsible for their own decisions, conduct, safety, transportation, and participation in any Event.


3.6 “Host” means a User who creates, publishes, organizes, promotes, or manages an Event through the Platform.


The Host is solely responsible for the accuracy of Event information, the organization, conduct, safety, legality, and execution of the Event. A Host may propose an Event 

budget or participation terms but may not require, solicit, imply, or exchange sexual services, intimate services, companionship for payment, or any unlawful activity.


3.7 “Event” means any real-world or virtual activity, experience, gathering, meeting, trip, class, workshop, social activity, or other organized interaction created through 

the Platform.


An Event may include a date, time, location, participation requirements, estimated costs, attendance limits, and other information determined by the Host.


3.8 “Event Budget Estimate” means an estimated amount displayed by a Host to help Participants understand the expected costs associated with an Event.


An Event Budget Estimate is provided for informational purposes only and does not constitute a contract, service fee, guarantee, investment opportunity, or promise of 

any specific outcome.


3.9 “Supporter” means a User who voluntarily sends gifts, contributions, tips, support payments, or crowdfunding contributions to another User through the Platform.


All support is voluntary and unconditional. Supporters acquire no ownership rights, contractual rights, service rights, meeting rights, relationship rights, or access rights 

by providing support.


3.10 “Recipient” means a User who receives gifts, contributions, tips, support payments, or crowdfunding contributions through the Platform.


Receiving support does not create any obligation to provide meetings, communication, affection, companionship, services, content, responses, or any other benefit 

unless expressly offered through an authorized Platform feature. Recipients are not required to respond to messages, attend meetings, provide attention, maintain 

relationships, or fulfill expectations of any Supporter.


3.11 “Creator” means a User who uploads, publishes, shares, streams, monetizes, or otherwise makes content available through the Platform, including photos, videos, 

stories, posts, text, audio, or other materials.


3.12 “Campaign Creator” means a User who creates, manages, operates, or promotes a crowdfunding campaign made available through the Platform.


Campaign creation is a privilege provided by the Platform and may be restricted, suspended, or revoked by SpicyDate at its sole discretion where permitted by law.


3.13  “Crowdfunding Campaign” means a fundraising campaign created through the Platform for a creative project, event, community initiative, experience, or other 

purpose expressly permitted by SpicyDate. 


Contributions to Crowdfunding Campaigns are voluntary and do not create any ownership interest, investment interest, repayment obligation, equity interest, or 

guaranteed reward unless expressly stated by the Platform.


3.14 “Content” means any text, images, photographs, videos, audio recordings, stories, comments, messages, profile information, event descriptions, campaign 

information, trademarks, logos, or other material submitted, uploaded, published, shared, or transmitted through the Platform.


3.15 “Gift” means any digital, virtual, monetary, or promotional item transferred between Users through Platform-approved functionality.


A Gift is a voluntary transfer and must not be interpreted as payment for sexual services, escort services, companionship, intimacy, employment, or any unlawful activity.


All Gifts are final unless otherwise required by applicable law or expressly permitted by the Platform.


SpicyDate is not responsible for a User’s dissatisfaction with the outcome of any interaction following the transfer of a Gift.


3.16 “Subscription” means any recurring paid feature, membership, premium service, content access, or enhanced functionality offered by the Platform.


3.17 “Community Guidelines” means the rules, policies, standards, restrictions, and behavioral requirements published by SpicyDate and updated from time to time.


3.18 “Terms” means these Terms of Service, together with the Privacy Policy, Cookie Policy, Community Guidelines, and any additional policies incorporated by 

reference.


3.19 “Notice” means any communication, notification, disclosure, alert, or message provided by SpicyDate through the Platform, email, telephone number, mailing 

address, push notification, or any other contact information associated with a User’s Account.


3.20 “Upload” means to submit, publish, display, post, stream, transmit, share, distribute, or otherwise make Content available through the Platform.

4. ELIGIBILITY, REGISTRATION AND ACCOUNT REQUIREMENTS

To access or use the Platform, you must be at least eighteen (18) years old or the age of legal majority in your jurisdiction, whichever is higher.



By creating an Account, you represent and warrant that:


• You meet the minimum age requirements applicable to the Platform;


• All information you provide is accurate, complete, and current;


• You are creating the Account for your own personal use unless expressly authorized by SpicyDate;


• You are not prohibited from using the Platform under any applicable law;


• You will comply with these Terms and all applicable laws.


To create an Account, you may be required to provide:


• A valid email address;


• A unique username;


• A secure password;


• A verified phone number;


• Any additional information reasonably requested by SpicyDate for security, verification, compliance, or operational purposes.



SpicyDate may permit registration or login through approved third-party authentication providers, including Google, Apple, Meta, or other third-party authentication 

providers, or other services made available from time to time.


Each User may maintain only one personal Account unless otherwise authorized by SpicyDate.


SpicyDate may permit businesses, organizations, venues, sponsors, event organizers, service providers, partners, or other commercial entities to access certain Platform 

features.


Additional terms, agreements, verification requirements, fees, or eligibility requirements may apply to Business Users.



Users may not:


• Create false, misleading, or impersonated profiles;


• Share, sell, rent, transfer, assign, or provide access to an Account to another person;


• Circumvent account restrictions, suspensions, bans, or verification requirements;


• Create multiple Accounts for deceptive, abusive, fraudulent, or prohibited purposes.



SpicyDate reserves the right to request identity verification, age verification, ownership verification, or other supporting documentation at any time where reasonably 

necessary for safety, security, fraud prevention, legal compliance, payment processing, moderation, or operational purposes.


You are solely responsible for maintaining the confidentiality of your login credentials and for all activity conducted through your Account. You must notify SpicyDate 

immediately if you become aware of any unauthorized access, security breach, or misuse of your Account.



SpicyDate reserves the right, at its sole discretion and to the extent permitted by law, to refuse registration, restrict access, suspend, disable, or terminate any Account 

that violates these Terms, applicable laws, Community Guidelines, verification requirements, or platform policies.


Users are responsible for ensuring that all information associated with their Account remains accurate, current, and complete. SpicyDate may suspend or restrict access 

to an Account if information provided by a User is false, misleading, incomplete, or cannot be verified.



SpicyDate reserves the right to reclaim, modify, remove, or require the change of any username, profile name, display name, or identifier that violates these Terms, 

infringes third-party rights, impersonates another person or entity, or may create confusion within the Platform.


Users are prohibited from creating Accounts on behalf of another person without that person’s express authorization and consent.


Verification of an Account does not constitute an endorsement, guarantee, certification, background check, or representation by SpicyDate regarding a User’s identity, 

conduct, intentions, trustworthiness, or suitability for any interaction.



SpicyDate does not guarantee that any User will successfully meet other Users, attend Events, receive Gifts, obtain support, generate income, build relationships, 

receive responses, or achieve any particular outcome through use of the Platform.


Users are solely responsible for complying with all applicable local, national, and international laws when using the Platform, including laws relating to dating services, 

online communications, content publication, fundraising activities, taxation, consumer protection, and personal conduct.



SpicyDate may investigate suspected violations of these Terms and may cooperate with law enforcement authorities, regulatory bodies, courts, payment providers, or 

other competent authorities where required by law or reasonably necessary to protect the Platform, its Users, or third parties.


Any verification, moderation, review, approval, recommendation, ranking, featured placement, badge, or visibility status provided by SpicyDate does not constitute an 

endorsement, guarantee, certification, or warranty regarding any User, Event, Campaign, Content, or activity on the Platform.


Users acknowledge that interactions arranged through the Platform may involve risks, including risks associated with meeting strangers, attending Events, sharing 

information, sending Gifts, making payments, or participating in activities. Users assume all such risks and are solely responsible for their decisions and actions.

5. ACCEPTABLE USE AND PROHIBITED CONDUCT

Users may use the Platform only for lawful purposes and in accordance with these Terms, the Community Guidelines, and all applicable laws and regulations.


Users agree not to use the Platform in any manner that may harm SpicyDate, other Users, third parties, or the integrity of the Platform.



Without limitation, Users must not:


5.1 Illegal Activities


• Violate any applicable local, national, or international law or regulation;


• Promote, facilitate, encourage, or engage in criminal activity;


• Use the Platform for money laundering, fraud, financial scams, or deceptive schemes;


• Publish or distribute illegal Content.


• Promote, facilitate, advertise, sell, distribute, or arrange illegal drugs, controlled substances, weapons, explosives, or other regulated goods or services in violation of 

applicable laws;



5.2 Sexual Services and Exploitation


• Offer, request, advertise, solicit, negotiate, arrange, facilitate, or promote prostitution, escort services, sexual services, intimate services for compensation, or any 

similar activity;


• Request, imply, suggest, or expect sexual activity, intimate activity, companionship, affection, meetings, or personal attention in exchange for Gifts, payments, tips, 

contributions, Event participation, subscriptions, crowdfunding contributions, or any other form of value;


• Use the Platform to exploit, coerce, manipulate, pressure, threaten, blackmail, or financially influence another User.



5.3 Fraud and Misrepresentation


• Impersonate another person, business, organization, or entity;


• Create fake profiles or provide false information;


• Misrepresent identity, age, relationship status, qualifications, intentions, or affiliations;


• Mislead Users regarding Events, Campaigns, Gifts, fundraising activities, or Content.



5.4 Harassment and Abuse


• Harass, threaten, intimidate, stalk, bully, abuse, or harm another User;


• Encourage self-harm, violence, discrimination, hatred, or harassment;


• Send unwanted, abusive, sexually explicit, threatening, or offensive communications;


• Publish Content intended to humiliate, shame, exploit, or harm another individual.



5.5 Platform Abuse


• Circumvent restrictions, bans, suspensions, moderation actions, verification requirements, payment systems, or security measures;


• Use bots, scripts, automated systems, scraping tools, or artificial methods to access, monitor, collect, manipulate, or interfere with the Platform;


• Attempt to gain unauthorized access to Accounts, systems, databases, networks, or infrastructure;


• Interfere with the proper functioning, security, availability, or performance of the Platform.



5.6 Spam and Unauthorized Promotion


• Send spam, unsolicited advertising, chain messages, or mass communications;


• Use the Platform primarily to promote external businesses, products, services, websites, applications, or commercial activities without authorization;


• Collect User information for marketing, solicitation, or commercial purposes without consent.



5.7 Events and Crowdfunding Abuse


• Create fraudulent, misleading, unsafe, illegal, or deceptive Events;


• Create Campaigns based on false information or misleading claims;


• Misuse Event funds, Gifts, support payments, or crowdfunding contributions;


• Use Events or Campaigns to conceal prohibited activities or unlawful transactions.



5.8 Content Violations


Users must not Upload, publish, distribute, transmit, or make available any Content that:


• Is unlawful, fraudulent, deceptive, defamatory, obscene, or harmful;


• Infringes intellectual property rights, privacy rights, publicity rights, or other legal rights;


• Contains malware, viruses, malicious code, or harmful technology;


• Depicts or promotes exploitation, abuse, violence, or criminal activity;


• Contains child sexual abuse material or any content involving minors in a sexual context; • Involves, depicts, promotes, or facilitates interactions with persons under the 

age of 18 in violation of applicable laws or Platform policies;


• Violates these Terms, Community Guidelines, or applicable laws.


• Contains pornography, explicit sexual content, nudity primarily intended for sexual gratification, or sexually exploitative material;



5.9 Off-Platform Circumvention


Users must not use the Platform to intentionally bypass Platform systems, payment tools, moderation systems, safety measures, monetization systems, or Platform 

policies.


5.10 Off-Platform Payments and Transactions


Users must not use the Platform to solicit, request, direct, encourage, or facilitate payments, gifts, donations, crowdfunding contributions, subscriptions, or other 

financial transactions outside Platform-approved payment methods where such functionality is available through the Platform.



5.11 Cooperation with Investigations


Users agree to cooperate with reasonable investigations conducted by SpicyDate relating to violations of these Terms, fraud prevention, safety concerns, legal 

compliance, or protection of the Platform and its Users.



5.12 Enforcement


SpicyDate may investigate any suspected violation of this Section and may take any action permitted by law, including:


• Removing Content;


• Restricting visibility;


• Suspending Events, Campaigns, Gifts, payments, monetization features, or Accounts;


• Refusing payouts;


• Terminating Accounts;


• Reporting conduct to payment providers, regulatory authorities, law enforcement agencies, or other competent authorities.



SpicyDate reserves the right to determine, in its sole discretion and where permitted by law, whether conduct violates these Terms, Community Guidelines, or the safety 

and integrity of the Platform.


SpicyDate may take enforcement action without prior notice where reasonably necessary to protect Users, the Platform, third parties, comply with legal obligations, 

prevent fraud, abuse, safety risks, financial harm, or violations of these Terms.

6. USER CONTENT AND CONTENT LICENSES

6.1 User Responsibility for Content


Users are solely responsible for any Content they Upload, publish, share, transmit, stream, distribute, or otherwise make available through the Platform.


By Uploading Content, Users represent and warrant that:


• They own the Content or possess all necessary rights, permissions, licenses, and consents required to publish and distribute such Content through the Platform;


• The Content does not violate these Terms, Community Guidelines, applicable laws, or the rights of any third party;


• The Content is accurate and not intentionally misleading or fraudulent;


• Any person appearing in the Content has provided any legally required consent for its publication and use.


Users remain solely responsible for all consequences arising from their Content.


Users acknowledge that SpicyDate does not verify, endorse, guarantee, or assume responsibility for the accuracy, legality, quality, safety, or reliability of any User 

Content.



6.2 Ownership of User Content


Except for the rights expressly granted under these Terms, Users retain ownership of all intellectual property rights in the Content they Upload to the Platform.


Nothing in these Terms transfers ownership of User Content to SpicyDate.



6.3 License Granted to SpicyDate


By Uploading Content to the Platform, Users grant SpicyDate a worldwide, non-exclusive, royalty-free, transferable, sublicensable license to host, store, reproduce, 

process, adapt, modify, distribute, publish, display, perform, transmit, and otherwise use such Content solely for the purposes of:


• Operating the Platform;


• Providing Platform functionality;


• Displaying Content to Users;


• Promoting, improving, securing, developing, and maintaining the Platform;


• Complying with legal obligations;


• Enforcing these Terms and Community Guidelines.


This license remains effective for as long as the Content remains available on the Platform and for any additional period reasonably necessary for backup, legal 

compliance, dispute resolution, fraud prevention, enforcement, or operational purposes. Users acknowledge that the license granted under this Section permits 

SpicyDate to make Content available to other Users in accordance with the functionality and settings of the Platform.



6.4 Content Moderation


SpicyDate reserves the right, but not the obligation, to review, monitor, investigate, restrict, remove, demonetize, disable access to, or refuse publication of any Content 

at any time where reasonably necessary to:



• Enforce these Terms or Community Guidelines;


• Comply with applicable laws;


• Protect Users, third parties, or the Platform;


• Prevent fraud, abuse, safety risks, harassment, or unlawful activity.


Users acknowledge that Content moderation decisions may be made using human review, automated systems, artificial intelligence tools, or a combination thereof.


SpicyDate is under no obligation to monitor all Content and does not guarantee the detection, removal, or prevention of any violation of these Terms or applicable laws. 



6.5 No Obligation to Publish or Retain Content


SpicyDate does not guarantee that any Content will remain available, visible, accessible, monetized, promoted, recommended, or stored for any particular period of time.


Users are responsible for maintaining their own backup copies of Content.



6.6 Intellectual Property Complaints


SpicyDate respects intellectual property rights and may remove, disable access to, or restrict Content that is alleged or determined to infringe copyrights, trademarks, 

privacy rights, publicity rights, or other legal rights.


Users who repeatedly infringe intellectual property rights may have their Accounts suspended or terminated.

6.8 Feedback


If a User provides feedback, suggestions, recommendations, ideas, or proposals relating to the Platform, the User grants SpicyDate a perpetual, irrevocable, worldwide, 

royalty-free right to use, modify, implement, publish, and incorporate such feedback without compensation or obligation to the User.



6.9 Content Removal and Account Termination


Removal of Content, suspension of monetization features, restriction of visibility, or termination of an Account does not affect any rights previously granted to SpicyDate 

under these Terms where retention or continued processing of Content is reasonably necessary for legal compliance, fraud prevention, dispute resolution, enforcement, 

security, backup, or operational purposes. 

7. EVENTS, EXPERIENCES AND HOST RESPONSIBILITIES

7.1 Platform Role


SpicyDate provides a technology platform that enables Users to create, discover, organize, join, and participate in Events and Experiences.


SpicyDate does not organize, operate, supervise, manage, control, sponsor, endorse, or guarantee any Event, Experience, Host, Participant, venue, activity, service 

provider, or third party involved in an Event.

7.2 Host Responsibility


Hosts are solely responsible for all aspects of Events they create, organize, publish, promote, or manage through the Platform, including:


• Event descriptions and information;


• Event locations and venues;


• Event safety and organization;


• Compliance with applicable laws and regulations;


• Obtaining any insurance, permits, licenses, waivers, or approvals required for the Event under applicable laws;


• Communications with Participants;


• Event conduct and behavior;


• Any costs, fees, arrangements, permissions, licenses, or approvals required for the Event.


Hosts are responsible for ensuring that Event information is accurate, complete, and not misleading.



7.3 Participant Responsibility


Participants are solely responsible for their own decisions, actions, conduct, transportation, expenses, safety, and participation in any Event or Experience.


Participants are responsible for independently evaluating the suitability, safety, legality, and risks of attending any Event.


Participation in any Event is voluntary and undertaken entirely at the Participant's own risk.



7.4 No Guarantee of Events


SpicyDate does not guarantee:


• That any Event will occur as scheduled;


• The accuracy of Event information;


• The identity or conduct of Hosts or Participants;


• Attendance levels or participation rates;


• The quality, safety, legality, or suitability of any Event;


• Any particular outcome from participation in an Event.

• Users are responsible for taking reasonable personal safety precautions;

SpicyDate does not guarantee the safety of any online or offline interaction.

Users remain solely responsible for evaluating and agreeing to any expenses associated with participation.



7.8 Event Removal and Restrictions


SpicyDate reserves the right, but not the obligation, to remove, suspend, restrict, modify, investigate, review, or disable any Event or Experience where reasonably 

necessary to:


• Enforce these Terms or Community Guidelines;


• Protect Users or third parties;


• Prevent fraud, abuse, harassment, safety risks, or unlawful activity;


• Comply with legal or regulatory requirements;


• Protect the integrity of the Platform.



7.9 No Liability for Events


To the maximum extent permitted by applicable law, SpicyDate shall not be liable for any injury, death, damage, loss, claim, dispute, cost, expense, delay, cancellation, 

inconvenience, or other consequence arising from or related to:


• Any Event or Experience;


• Participation or non-participation in an Event;


• User interactions;
